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From London:

Leave the M3 via Junction 13 toward SO'TON DOCKS / BOURNEMOUTH /
ROMSEY and take the M27 (West).

Leave the M27 at Junction 1 toward A337 / THE NEW FOREST / LYNDHURST.
Follow signs for LYNDHURST onto A337.

Follow A337 through LYNDHURST and BROCKENHURST.

Approaching LYMINGTON, go straight across the first mini roundabout and under the
railway bridge.

At the second mini roundabout turn LEFT (Marsh Lane) towards LYMINGTON TOWN
CENTRE.
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From Brighton, Portsmouth and the South Coast:

1. Follow the A27 / M27 (West) toward SOUTHAMPTON and BOURNEMOUTH.
2. Leave the M27 at Junction 1 toward A337 / THE NEW FOREST / LYNDHURST.
3. Follow directions as if travelling from London.

From Bristol, Reading and the South Midlands:

1. From the M4 / A34 junction (Junction 13) follow the A34 South toward NEWBURY
and SOUTHAMPTON.

2. Follow the A34 until you reach the M3.

3. Take the M3 South toward SOUTHAMPTON and BOURNEMOUTH.

4. Leave the M3 at Junction 13 toward SO'TON DOCKS / BOURNEMOUTH / ROMSEY
and take the M27 (West).

5. Follow directions as if travelling from London.

From Bournemouth, Exeter and the West Country

1. From the M5, follow the A30 toward HONITON.

2. Follow the A35 toward DORCHESTER, WEYMOUTH and POOLE.

3. In POOLE pick up the A3049 toward BOURNEMOUTH UNIVERSITY and
BOSCOMBE.

4. In BOSCOMBE follow the A35 toward CHRISTCHURCH.

5. Atthe A35/ A337 Somerford Roundabout follow the A337 toward NEW MILTON and
LYMINGTON.

6. Follow the A337 into LYMINGTON and follow the signs for the TOWN CENTRE.
